Noles on American Graduation Regalia
The evolution of the modern American cap and gown comes largely from the clerical dress of the
13th and 14th centuries. The wearing of the colored hood came to be a mark of the attainment of a
degree. The colors used for the hood borders were developed in 1895 when the Intercollegiate

Commission drew up a code which was subsequently adopted by the American universities. Bright
orange became the border color for Engineering, goldenrod for Science, beige for Business, blue for

Political Science and International Affairs, salmon pink for Public Health, purple for Law, white for
Arts and copper for Economies. The colors on the inside of the hood represent the colors of the
universily which conferred the degree. For the American Universily of Armenia, those colors are
