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Biographical Notes

Harry Gilmore is the first United States Ambassador to the Republic of
Armenia. He presented his credentials to President Levon Ter-Petrossian on
May 31, 1993.

Ambassador Gilmore has been active in arranging U.S. humanitarian
assistance to Armenia and building a bridge of friendship between the two
countries. For the first time ever for a U.S. Ambassador, he participated in
the ceremonies on April 24 marking the anniversary of the Armenian
genocide. He joined the hundreds of thousands of people at the genocide
monument at Tzidzernakapert, to pay his respects to the martyrs.

Ambassador Gilmore joined the foreign service in 1962. He served at

U.S. Embassies in Ankara, Budapest, Belgrade, and Moscow and he was U.S.
Minister in Berlin at the time of the fall of the Berlin wall. His knowledge of
the Armenian language and his talks in Armenian have amazed his listeners.

Ambassador Gilmore was born in McKeesport, Pennsylvania, and received
his degree from the University of Pittsburgh. He is accompanied in Yerevan
by his wife Carol, a professional singer and music teacher. The Gilmores
have three children.
